The program is currently one of the largest 
clinical LL programs in the country and sees 151-163 new patients a year and 6,724- 7,900 
outpatient visits a year and has grown rapidly since 2015. The service oversight includes 
standardization of clinical practice across 2 campuses Scottish Rite and Egleston; now all at 1 
campus – Arthur M Blank Hospital), including a procedure sedation clinic service (for lumbar 
punctures and bone marrows). My role also involves recruitment of faculty, mentorship of junior 
faculty and advance practice practitioners, oversight of scholarship and oversight of clinical 
operations for inpatient and outpatient care across 2 campuses (Scottish Rite; Egleston). Under 
my leadership, the LL program has increased clinical research and translational research and 
academic productivity. We enroll over 70% of our newly diagnosed patients onto a clinical trial, 
primarily though the Children’s Oncology Group. Upon my arrival I created a clinical LL 
database (currently tracking > 600 LL patients) and an annotated marrow and blood 
biorepository. I have also been a key contributor to the founding of the High -Risk Leukemia 
program, which is a partnership between the LL team and the Hematopoeitic Stem cell and 
Cellular Therapies team. I have also been the vice chair of the Aflac precision medicine program 
( APMP) protocol for oncology patients and have worked to successfully advance the 
infrastructure and academic growth of this program since 2018 (2018. -2024). In addition, we 
have partnered with three other oncology programs to initiate a precision medicine consortium 
program in 2018. 

b. Hodgkin Lymphoma: On a national/international level I have had the opportunity to lead two 
practice-changing phase 3 randomized clinical trials for pediatric and adolescent patients with 
Hodgkin Lymphoma. I was appointed as the Scientific Chair of the Children’s Oncology Group 
Hodgkin Lymphoma Committee, effective in March 2022 where I set and lead the scientific 
priorities for development of clinical trials and studies to advance the treatment of Hodgkin 
Lymphoma in children, adolescents, and young adults (AYA).
